Minutes of the INTERNATIONAL NUCLEAR SOCIETIES GROUP (INSG), November 11, 1990, Washington, D.C.

The meeting was opened at 1 p.m. by Dr. Gail de Planque, on behalf of the meeting host Dr. Jack Ohanian, President of the American Nuclear Society. All persons present introduced themselves and identified their affiliation.


Dr. de Planque briefly summarized the history of the INSG and the events which led to the present meeting :


Originally, in the early 1980’s, the INSG consisted of a group which met informally about once a year to discuss issued of concern.  The attendees represented four major regions of the world: North America, Latin America, Europe and Far East.


As time went on, concerns developed over the ability of the group to maintain continuity as the host shifted among the various societies and no secretariat existed.


At their meeting in San Francisco in November, 1989, the INSG member formed a committee to draft a set of Bylaws and Rules.  The committee was comprised of Leon Bindler, Gail de Planque, Chang-Kun Lee and Jorge Spitalnik.


This draft was circulated to INSG members during the summer of 1990 for discussion at their meeting in Lyon, France.  Just prior to that meeting, these Bylaws were separated into Bylaws and Rules at the suggestion of the European members.


After considerable discussion at the meeting in Lyon, France, on September 26, 1990, it was agreed to develop a set of short and comprehensive Bylaws.  These were drafted by Drs. Feuz and van Dievoet.  subsequently, the Canadian Nuclear Society (CSN) , after discussion with the various groups involved, drafted a set of Bylaws in an attempt to pull together various aspects of the existing proposals.


The current proposed Bylaws were circulated by Mr. Ken Talbot of the CNS.  These were presented in their final form as Attachment 2.  The name of the group would be the International Nuclear Societies Council (INSC).


Discussion of the proposed Bylaws was initiated by Mr.Eng Lin Taiwan who raised a question regarding the nature of the four geographical regions and the fifth, at large region.  Pierre Zaleski expressed his concern that the non-proportional vote of the regions could present a problem if matters were to be decided by majority rules.


Ken Talbot indicated that he understood that voting would be used to decide internal matters of a “housekeeping” nature, but that external matters would always be decided on a consensus basis.


Jean van Vievoet addressed point Number 6 of the Bylaws which allows for the adoption of rules to govern operations.  He felt that proportional rules could be developed as the Council proceeds tin time, if desire.


Manning Muntzing spoke in favor of the proposal.  He agreed that proportionality would not be a concern for external communications, as these would primarily be technical in nature.  He recalled that the four regions reflect the historical precedent which has formed the basis of the earlier INSG meetings.


The original proposed version of the Bylaws identified three representatives from each region.  Dr. Peter Feuz proposed that up to six representatives be permitted for each region.  After some discussion, this proposal was accepted and is now reflected in the agreement.


Dr. Rafael Caro of the Spanish Nuclear Society indicated that the method of voting in the proposed Bylaws was acceptable to him.  He indicated that he was more concerned about the mission of the Council, that is, what challenges would the Council take upon itself?  Manning Muntzing agreed with Dr. Caro.  He felt that the Council should address issued of concern to nuclear societies worldwide.


Jorge Spitalnik pointed out that the INSG already had some major achievements to its credit.  He pointed out that the INSG was responsible for initiating  INSAG, the International Nuclear Safety Advisory Group, and the ING was responsible for moderating discussions to facilitate participation in the Second International Conference on Nuclear Technology Transfer (ICONTT).


Dr. Jack Ohaninan arrived at 2:08 p.m. and personally welcomed the participants and encouraged them to proceed.


discussion of the issue of the  INSC mission continued and was eventually resolved by adding the last sentence to the first paragraph. “Specific activities will be planned and programmed by the Council to achieve these aims”.  The officers should submit annually the action plan for approval by the Council.


Dr. de Planque observed that a consensus was forming and requested approval of the proposed Bylaws with all changes previously noted.


The modified agreement was accepted unanimously by all present.


Dr. de Planque then sought and received nominations for the three officers.  The following individuals were nominated and approved by acclamation for a period of two years each, starting on January 1991:


Chairman:			Jean van Dievoet


Vice Chairman:		L Manning Muntzing


Secretary/Treasurer:	Jorge Spitalnik


All of these individuals agreed to serve in their position temporarily until their official terms begin on January 1, 1991.


The question of financing the new organization was raised.  Dr. van Dievoet suggested that no dues of any type be considered for the first two years, and during that time period the question of subsequent financing be considered with extreme care.


On behalf of the members of the newly formed Council members, Peter Stevens-Guille thanked Dr. Gail de Planque for her efforts in helping to achieve approval of these Bylaws and her leadership to help bring about the formation of  INSC.


The Bylaws were then signed by 10 individuals from the four regions and two at large societies.  The approval expressed in writing is contingent upon the approval of the representatives’ respective organizations.

Dr. van Dievoet, President of the European Nuclear Society (ENS), appointed Dr. Peter Feuz, who is Secretary General of the ENS, to be Secretary to the President of INSC.  Dr. Feuz accepted and the representatives approved unanimously.


Dr. van Dievoet, the newly elected Chairman briefly stressed the important role of the Energy Minster or Energy Secretary of each nation and suggested as a first action that the INSC make itself known to the Energy Secretary or Energy Minister of each constituent nation.  He agreed to write a letter to each participating Society President, which could then be used to approach the Energy Minister or Secretary.


Jorge Spitalnik described the upcoming United Nations Conference on Environment and Development which is scheduled to occur in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil, in June, 1992.  A complete description of the conference is enclosed as Attachment 4.


Mr. Spitalnik also discussed the importance of INSC establishing honors and awards to recognize worldwide the professional competence of its members in all aspects of nuclear energy including relations with the public, governments and society.  The Council recommended adding these thoughts to a list of future activities of the Council.


Dr. van Dievoet reported that he had contacted Dr. Hans Blix of the International Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA) as promised, regarding the above mentioned conference.  Copies of the correspondence is enclosed as Attachment 5.  Drs. Blix and von Dievoet subsequently discussed the important role of nuclear energy at such a conference.


Note: Subsequent to the meeting, representatives from the Far East region met and agreed that initially the delegation should be composed of: South Korea - 1 representative; China - 1 representative; Japan - 2 representatives; Taiwan - 1 representative, and Australia - 1 representative.  At such time as an additional country becomes a member of the region, the Japan representative will change.

INTERNATIONAL NUCLEAR SOCIETIES COUNCIL BYLAWS





Name and Purpose - The International Nuclear Societies Council (INSC) is an organization of learned nuclear societies whose interests are in the development and utilization of nuclear science and technology for peaceful purposes. The INSC aims to foster ongoing cooperation, communication and exchange of information among the world’s nuclear societies, undertake joint actions and ensure joint representation where necessary. Specific activities will be planned and programmed by the Council to achieve these aims.





Membership - INSC members can be any national nuclear society or regional federation of such societies. Members will be identified initially according to four Charter Regions (Europe, Far East, North America, Latin America) plus Rest of the world (this last At Large Region being divided into further regions when appropriate). Each region may send up to six representatives to Council meetings. Nuclear Societies wishing to become members shall apply in writing to the Chairman. Membership may be granted by majority vote of the INSC.





Officers - The Council shall elect, by majority vote, a Chairman, a Vice-Chairman and a Secretary/Treasurer for concurrent two-year terms beginning on January 1. To the extent possible, the officers shall be from different regions, and the Chairmanship rotated among the regions. The Chairman may appoint an assistant, who should be a staff member of his/her Society, to keep contacts with Member Societies up to date, to ensure continuity and to keep the records which, at the end of his/her tenure, will be passed on to his/her successor. The Secretary/Treasurer shall arrange for recording the proceedings of INSC meetings and be responsible for overseeing the administrative and financial affairs of the INSC as directed by the Council.





Fiscal - The INSC shall be operated as a not-for-profit organization. The Council may establish a fund from an agreed upon assessment of its members. This fund will finance secretariat services to support the meetings of the INSC and other activities as may be designated by the Council. It shall not be used for remuneration of members or travel for members other than officers.





Meetings - The Council will meet at least once a year. Invitations will be sent out by the Chairman with the agenda 45 days prior to the meeting(s).





Rules -The INSC may adopt rules for its operation.





Bylaw Amendments - These Bylaws may be amended at any regular meeting of the Council by a two-thirds vote cast by voting members present, provided that a quorum exists and the amendment has been submitted in writing at the previous regular meeting or by mail to all members at least 30 days in advance of the meeting at which the vote is to take place.





Decisions - The Council shall strive to make all decisions by consensus. When a consensus is not feasible on internal matters, decisions shall be made up by a two-thirds majority vote of Council provided a quorum exists. Decisions may be made by mail or at any meeting announced to all members at least 45 days in advance and at which a quorum exists. A quorum is defined as two-thirds of the Council present in person or by proxi.

Summary of the Current State of Preparations


for the United Nations Conference on Environment & Development


to be held in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil, in June 1992








1.	The first substantive meeting of the Preparatory Committee, established by the United Nations General Assembly to oversee preparations for the 1992 Conference, met in Nairobi, Kenya, in August 1990, under the chairmanship of Ambassador T. Koh of Singapore. During the same period, the two Working Groups established by the Preparatory Committee as its organizational meeting in New York in March 1990 held their first meetings. Ambassador Bo Kiellen of Sweden was elected Chairman of Working Group I which deals with protection of the atmosphere; protection and management of land resources; conservation of biological diversity and environmentally sound biotechnology. Dr. Bukar Shaib of Nigeria was elected Chairman of Working Group II which deals with protection of the oceans, seas and coastalareas; protection of the quality and supply of freswater resources; and environmentally sound management oftoxic chemicals and wastes. No decision was taken in respect of the terms of reference for the working group to be established on legal, institutional and related matters which is expected to be decided at the next Preparatory Committee meeting.





2.	The two Working Groups examined in depth each of the subjects allocated to them in relation to the integration of environment and development and a series of related issues which cut across each of the individual agenda items. These include access to and transfer of environmentally sound technology, financial resources, economic instruments and institutional arrangements. The reports of the Working Groups, as approved by the Preparatory Committee, provide the primary basis for the continuing work of the Secretariat and other UN agencies and organizations contributing to the preparatory process.





3.	The Preparatory Committee considered the proposal of the Secretary-General of the Conference that the issues to be addressed by the Conference be organized in six principal components and asked the Secretariat to continue its workon this basis. The six components are:





(i)	An “Earth Charter”or Declaration of basic principles for the conduct of Nations and peoples in respect of environment and development to ensure the future viability and integrity of the Earth as a hospitable home for human and other forms of life;


(ii)	Agreements on specific legal measures, e.g. conventions for the protection of the atmosphere and biological diversity which would be negotiated prior to the Conference and signed or agreed to at the Conference;


(iii)	An agenda for action, “Agenda 21, establishing the agreed work programme of the international community for the  period beyond 1992 and into the 21st century in respect of the issues to be addressed by the Conference, with priorities, targets, cost estimates, modalities and assignment of responsibilities;


and the means to implement this agenda through:


(iv)	New  and additional financial resources;


(v)	Transfer of technology;


(vi)	Strengthening of institutional capacities and process.





	In several informal sessions the Preparatory Committee began its examination of the central environment-development theme of the Conference and other important cross-sectoral issues including financial resources, technology transfer, economic instruments and institutional arrangements, and provide direction to the Secretariat for its future work in these critically important areas.





4.	Other important decisions taken by the Preparatory Committee included:


(i)	A recommendation to the UN General Assembly that States be represented at the Conference at the levels of heads of State or Government;


(ii)	Recommendation to the United Nations General Assembly that the Conference beheld from 1-12 June 1992;*


(iii) Arrangements for the broad participation of non-governmental organizations in preparations for the Conference and special measures designed to facilitate participation by NGOs of developing countries;


(iv)	Guidelines for preparation of national reports. 





The report of the Preparatory Committee will be considered by the United Nations General Assembly during the week beginning 12  November 1990.








( The Brazilian Government has decided that the Conference will be held in Rio de Janeiro.


�



5.	The second substantive meeting of the Preparatory Committee and its two Working Groups will be held in Geneva from 18 March to 5 April 1991 with provision for extension to 12 April 1991 if necessary. The third substantive session will be held, also in Geneva, from 12-30 August 1991 with provision for extension to 6 September 1991 if necessary. The final meetings will be held in New York in January or February 1992.





6.	Of particular importance to the preparations for the Conference are the regional meetings. The first of these, for the Economic Commission for Europe(ECE) region, was held in Bergen, Norway, in May. The meeting of the Economic and Social Commission for Asia and the Pacific (ESCAP) region will be held in Babkok, Thailand, from 13-16 October 1990; the meeting of the Economic Commission for Latin America and the Caribbean (ECLAC) region will be held in Mexico City, in March 1991. Meetings will also be held in the Economic Commission for Africa (ECA) region and in the Economic and Social Commission for Westren Africa (ECWA) region at times and venues yet to be finally decided.





7. 	Special measures are being undertaken to facilitate and support participation by developing countries in preparations for the Conference. A Voluntary Fund has been established  to support participation by developing country representatives in meetings of the Preparatory Committee and its Working Groups. In addition, extra-budgetary funding is being sought by the Secretariat to support the substantive contributions of developing country experts and institutions to the preparatory wowrk and preparations at the national level, including preparation of national reports. The full and active participation of developing countries is regarded as essential to the success of the Conference and the implementation of its results.





8.	Staffing of the Conference Secretatriat, which is headquartered in Geneva, Switzerland, has been largely completed. Its office in New York has been established and arrangements are being completed for opening of the office in Nairobi, Kenya.





9.	The UNCED Secretariat has established a Global Electronic Information Network to provide all interested parties with access to information related to preparations for the Conference.





10.	The Conference Secretariat has established very close co-operation and working relationships with the UnitedNations Environment Programme, the Director-General for Economic Co-operation and Development, the United Nations Development Progamme, UNCTAD, The World Bank, and other agencies, organizations and programmes of the United Nations system as well as other concerned inter-governmental and non-governmental organizations. Many of these organizations are being invited to participate in the working parties being established by the Secretariat to undertake the work called for bythe preparatory Committee and its Working Groups.





11	A wide range of other activities is being undertaken or planned by the non-governmental community including scientific, environmental, development, educational and cultural organizations, business and industry, tade unions, religious leaders, women, Youth and indigenous peoples. These will make an important contribution to Conference preparations and the Conference Secretariat is actively encourageing and facilitating this process. Each of these groups and constituencies is also being challenged to produce their own action agenda for the 21st century as a contribution to “Agenda 21”.





12	The Nairobi meetings of the Preparatory Committee and its Working Groups underscored the difficulty and complexity of the issues to be addressed by the Conference. Especially critical is the issue on the provision of financial resources, particularly “new and additional resources” to developing countries to enable them to participate fully in international environmental co-operation and integrate the environment dimension into their own development plans and practices. Related to this is the issue of ensuring their access to environmentally sound technologies. It seems clear that the biggest single challenge facing the Conference will be that of bridging the formidable gaps of political will which will be needed to achieve agreement on these central issues.

I would like to acknowledge receipt of your letter of 15 October 1990 on the subject of the UN Conference on Energy, Brazil 1992. This letter reached this office after Dr. Blix had left Vienna for extensive official visits abroad. He will only return to Vienna on 30 October and therefore will not be able to see you on 29 October as proposed by you. Your above letter will be brought to his attention immediately upon return.
